	1. Welcome/ Members Introduction/ Minutes/ Matters Arising from Action Points
Clare Rackham welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked all present for coming.

	2. Treasurers Report (Sue Griffiths)
Current Account: £15,336.34
Savings Account: £4,493.79
Total: £19,830.14
Sue Griffiths noted that there have been some issues with accessing the PTFA’s online banking. Sally Calder is working on rectifying this problem. There was no balance available at the meeting but has since been updated for the purpose of the minutes.

	

	3. Music Technology
Clare Rackham outlined that the school are currently in the process of revamping the music curriculum and are looking to update some of the equipment. The schools keyboards are in desperate need of being updated. Music Dept have requested £2000 to cover the cost of 11 new keyboards and 11 mini adapters which would allow the keyboards to link to the schools iPads. This was agreed at the meeting.

	

	4. Language Provision
On the agenda but Clare confirmed that this will now be looked at by the school.

	

	5. Disco Feedback (Disco Committee)
All agreed that the disco went really well. There was a notable decline in help in the run up to the disco but on the actual day it was well supported. The reception/ year 1 disco had 163 children attend, despite the high number the staff provided a really enjoyable disco and the feed back from parents was very positive. Some children fed back that there was no sweets pick and mix this time, this was due to having a high level of unused stock in the nook to be used up. Also one parent queried the prices charged for sweets and chocolate on the night, but all present agreed that prices were fair and still low. A few expenses to be submitted but the total raised looks to be approx. £2000. Shelly to look at booking the same DJ for October 2020.

	

	6. Jonny Awsum Comedy Night Feedback (Helen Edwards)
Around 100 children/ parents attended the show and the feedback was extremely positive, everyone had a great time. There are still some expenses to go through and Sue will confirm the money raised at the next meeting. The PTFA would like to thank Jonny and Helen for organising the evening and we wish Jonny every success as he takes his show live to the public!!! Thank you Jonny!!!

	

	7. Wine Tasting Evening Feedback (Catherine Tulley/ Denise Rowden)
This took place at the Grape Variety instead of the school in the end, due to lack of attendees. Denise confirmed it was a fun evening and all enjoyed it. General feedback was that £25 was too expensive and this may have put people off, but also it wasn’t long after Christmas or the School Bazaar so this may have impacted take up.

	


	8. Winter Bazaar Feedback (Clare Rackham)
The weather was on our side during the evening and a large number of parents and children turned out to support their classes stalls and purchase the items that the children has made. The PTFA provided complimentary tea/ coffee and hot chocolate. Note for next year – the hot chocolate was by far the most popular and we ran out!!! Ensure next year that we purchase more.

	

	9. AGM Update (Shelly Rowe)
This will take place once the Charity Commission return has been submitted. Accounts are currently with the PTFA’s Auditors.

	

	10. Outdoor Water Fountains Update (Shelly Rowe)
Water Fountains are chosen and are ready for delivery. We have a slight logistical issue with some unforeseen plumbing that needs to be carried out before these can be installed. Shelly to liaise with Mr Roughley and Mr Rosewell to agree this.

	

	11. Reading Garden Update (Clare Rackham)
The vast majority of the work is complete and those who have seen it agree that it looks absolutely stunning. Wood chippings are being put on next week. Clare Rackham is working through the best option for the Astro Turf but costs are looking to be around £6000. She is also confident that the Lottery funding will go through.

	

	12. Quiz Night Update (Shelly Rowe)
This is booked for Saturday 28 March and is on Scopay. A reminder has gone out to parents to encourage booking.

	

	13. Minibus Hire Update
No feedback at this meeting.

	

	14. School Lottery Update (Denise Rowden)
Denise confirmed that this has raised £2500 to date. She will organise an email advertising it again to parents in due course.

	

	15. PTFA Website/ Safeguarding Update
Clare has looked at the schools website with the view to give the PTFA its own tab at the top. She is not sure there is enough space to do this; however, it is possible to move PTFA further up the list of options under “PARENT INFORMATION”. She will look further into this.

	

	16. Panto Update (Denise Rowden)
All agreed that again the best, most accessible option is the Harlequin Theatre in Redhill. This year it’s Sleeping Beauty on Saturday 12 December. Agreed to purchase 100 tickets at £13.50 each to sell at £18.50. This is £1 less than last year. Denise will organise info to go out to parents about this in the Summer Term.

	

	17. Summer Fair Update (Committee)
Two successful meetings have already taken place with the main advanced things having been discussed and organised such as First Aid in place etc. Mufti Days have been set and the committee are looking at having Dean City Farm to attend with small animals. 

	

	18. Circus Update (Shelly Rowe)
This is now booked for 24 April 2021 and the £120.00 booking fee has been paid. Shelly will send out info to parents at the beginning of 2021.

	

	19. Year 6 Leavers Party – PTFA Donation
